(2) It has submitted a completed application to the Small Business Administration or a Private Certifier to be certified as a small
disadvantaged business concern in accordance with 13 CFR Part 124, subpart B, and a decision on that application is pending, and that no
material change in disadvantaged ownership and control has occurred since its application was submitted, in this case, in order to receive
the benefit of a price evaluation adjustment, an offeror must receive certification as a small disadvantaged business concern by the Small
Business Administration prior to contract award; or
(3) Is a joint venture as defined in 13 CFR 124.1002(f).

3.
Women-Owned Small Business Concern
As defined in FAR 52.219-1, a small business concern that is at least 51% owned by one or more women; or, in the case of any publicly owned business, at least 51% of the stock of which is owned by one or more women, and whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more women.
4.
Veteran-Owned Small Business Concern
As defined in FAR 52.219-1, a small business concern that is a least 51% owned by one or more veterans (as defined at 38 U.S.C. 101(2)) or, in the case of any publicly owned business, not less than 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more veterans and whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more veterans.

Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business Concern

Non-profit Organization
An organization of the type described in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (26 U.S.C. 501(c)) and exempt from taxation under section 501(a) of the Internal Revenue Code (26 U.S.C. 501(a)), or any nonprofit scientific or educational organization qualified under a State nonprofit organization statue.

Foreign Owned Business Concern
A business concern organized or existing under the laws of a country other than the United States, its territories, or possessions.
10.
Large Business Concern
A concern that does not qualify as a small business concern under the criteria and size standards in 13 CFR, Part 121.
